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UNIFORM 
   Black blazer with badge (for Years 7-10) 

Plain black "V" neck sweater, or sleeveless ‘tank’ top (optional for Years 7-10) 
(If Years 7 – 10 wear a sweater or sleeveless top this must always be worn under  
their blazer) 
Year 11 may wear a black ‘v’ neck sweater with the school oak leaf logo 
Black trousers (classic cut, straight only) 
White blouse and school tie 
Plain white or black socks or tights 
Sensible black shoes with dark laces 
 
Girls may wear a plain black or petrol blue knee-length skirt (petrol blue is being
